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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study and compare the levels of practice of classroom research
process, as a whole and by aspect, in educational institutions under Nongkhai Office of
Education Service Area 3, according to their status. It also aimed to study the suggestions for
the development of efficiency of classroom research practice in educational institutions.

The sample consisted of 446 educational institutions administrators and teachers. Obtained
through Stratified Random Sampling. The sample size was figured cut according to Krejcie
and Morgan Table. The instrument was a questionnaire with 0.79 reliability value. The analysis
employed a computer program, The statistics used included percentage, mean (;(_ ), standard

deviation (S.I2.) and t - test for the testing of the hypothesis.
The results of the research were as follows :

1. The educational institutions under Nongkhai Office of Education Service Area 3
practice the classroom research process, as a whole and by aspect, at the much level. The aspect
are ranked from high to low one as follows : aspect of survey ; and analysis of  problems ;
the aspect of selecting the method of problems solving ; the aspect of innovation application ;

the aspect of innovation development ; and the aspect of conclusion respectively.



2. The results of the comparison of opinions on the levels of practiced of
classroom research process in educational institutions under Nongkhai Office of Education
Service Area 3, according to their status : the administrators, and the teachers, showed no
difference either as a whole or by aspect.

3. The suggestions for efficiency development of the practice of classroom
research process included : educational institution administrators and the agency in charge
should encourage and support teachers in training and seminars for the enhancement of
knowledge skills, and experiences in classroom research, they should encourage and support
teachers to publicize their research work in various media ; they should recognize the
importance of increasing teacher’s basic competency in the classroom research concerning
the aspect of methodology or innovation development ; they should alert every teacher
so they realize the importance of classroom research ; they should provide opportunities
for teachers to exchange their experiences or ask for advice from scholars, and set up an
academic clinic to give service in classroom research, and teachers should continuously

seek knowledge in classroom research.
