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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study conducted by the researcher was to study the working
fevel of providing help to students studying in schools under The Office of Maha Sarakham
Education Service Area 1 on the basis of the levels of learning investigated in both each of
aspects and all of them. This was to compare the working program designed to help students
who are studying in schools under The Office of Maha Sarakham Education Service Area 1
and to suggest useful gunidelines leading to the achievement of program as expected. Data
collection was done by using questionnaires to gather from 352 subjects who were 34 school
administrators and 318 teachers. The statistic instruments of analysis used in the study were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and F-test.(One-way ANOVA) The result was found
that as follows.

1. Level of helping program aimed to help students in schools under The Office
of Maha Sarakham Education Service Area las a whole was high with 5 aspects ranging from
high to lower levels respectively as follows: Knowed cach individual student, Student
promotion, Student screening , Prevention and correction of students’problems and Student

referral.

2. According to the data obtained from school administrators and teachers, they



suggested that working on aiding students who were studying at The Office of Maha
Sarakham Education Service Area 1, their levels of leaming with 5 aspects, that is, Knowed
each individual student ,Student screening ,Student promotion, Prevention and correction of
students’problems, Student referral.were significantly different (P = 0.5). The working level
for Range 1-3 was higher than that of Range 1-2. That of Range 3-4 was higher than those of
Range 1-2 and 1-3.

3. Suggestions and guideline for achieving the task, that is, the workshop will be
launched by school for all class or advisor teachers to jointly analyses and screen students
into normal and risky groups. Teams of work should have for schools to supervise and help
students and these should be guiding, action, and cooperation teams. School should arrange
the task of student helping into system. Fund for sponsoring sport activities of students can be
found in their community and many clubs interest to students such as Friend Helps Friend
Club, Mind Development, Sports Club or Computer Clubs should be launched for students,
too. Contact parents by calling or send some relevant documents or news releases to up to

date the existing students” information.
