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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to study the opinion of the council
members of the sub-district administrative organizations in Yangtalad District, Kalasin
Province, to compare the opinion of the council members, classified by age,
educational levels and period of position holding including their suggestions. The
samples of the research were 201 council members of the sub-district administrative
organizations. The rating scale questionnaire was used for collecting data. The data
was analyzed by computer program. The statistics used were frequency, mean,
percentage standard deviation, F'—test (One Way ANOVA) with the statistic

significant level at .05.

The results of the research were as follows;

The authority performance of the sub-district administrative organizations as a
whole was at high. Considered by the aspects, it was found that five aspects were at
high. They were the promotion and development of women, children, juveniles, elders
and the invalids, The maintenance of arts, traditions, local wisdom and local culture,
The promotion of education, religion and culture, The protection and restraint of
infections disease and the protection of public hazards, respectively. Three aspects

were found at average. They were the cleaning of roads land ways and waterways



and public area including the rid of refuse and garbage and two aspects showed the
equivalent mean. They were the provision and maintain the land ways and water
ways and the protections and the maintenance of the environment.

As the comparison of the opinions of the councils members, it was found
that the opinions were not different at the statistic level at .05.

Some suggestions were as follows; The budget should be allocated to maintain
the standard of roads. The campaigning for environment maintenance should be held.
The allowance should be provided for the elders and the invalids. The civil
volunteers for public hazard prevention should be trained and the area for garbage and

refuse should be far from the community.
