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Abstract

This research aimed at studying the level on developing locality Roles of the
village Heads in Selaphum district, Roi-et province, to compare. The developing locality
roles of the village Heads in Selaphum district, Roi-et Province who were different in ages,
Educational levels and time in position. And to study the suggestions on developing locality
roles of the village heads in Selaphum, Roi-et province.

Sample were 140 village Heads by using Simple random Sampling technique.
The instrument used for data collecting was five rating-scale Questionnaires. The data was
analyzed by SPSS for Window program. The statistics used were the frequency, percentage,

mean, standard deviation, one way ANOVA and Least Significant Difference.

The results:

1. The level of performing on developing locality roles of the village Heads in
Selaphum district, Roi-et province, it was found that every aspect Performed was at high.
They were the development and supporting people’ Occupations, the governing and keeping
peace, punishment and registration Tasks.

2. The comparison of the developing locality of the village Heads in Selaphum
district, Roi- et proyince in accordance with age, educational levels And different time in

position were as follow: In regard to different time in position, it was found that they



differently performed the significance of Developing locality roles, In regard to age and
educational level were not different.
3. The four suggestions presented by the village Heads in Selaphum

District ,Roi-et province were as follows:

The governing and keeping people peace in developing local of the village
Heads in Selaphum District, Roi-et province mostly indicate that The government should
add the governing roles to the Village Heads follow by the government service should arrange
activities or train To give knowledge about the governing and peace for people’ routine in
village.

The punishment in developing local of the village Heads in Selaphum
District, Roi-et province mostly indicate that the government service should arrange
activities or train to give knowledge about law involving people’ routine in village follow
by the government service should make the rule ,order ,guideline and make clear ordinance
for people easy to follow.

The Registration tasks in developing local of the village Heads in Selaphum
District, Roi-et province mostly indicate that should do all registrations correctly and
presently follow by should reduce the procedure of joining and communication at District
office for easiness and comfortable,

The developing and supporting people’ occupations in developing local of the
village Heads in Selaphum District, Roi-¢t province mostly indicate that should provide
suitable budget follow by should have training by expert resource person te present exactly

experience for people in the village.
