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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine and compare the states of Basic-Education
Administration, B.E. 2544, among schools of Nongkhai Educational Service Area Office 2.

The samplings of this study were 331 schools’ directors and teachers working in
schools of Nongkhai Educational Service Area Office 2. The data were collected by using 60
questions of the rating-scale questionnaire, asking 331 schools’ directors and teachers for their
personal data, their opinions of states of learning and teaching management, followed by their
suggestions for improvement. The validity of this questionnaire was 0.86 Data were analyzed in

percentage, mean and S.D. The hypothesis was examined by t-test.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The States of Basic-Education Administration, B.E. 2544 in large and small size
schools in Nongkhai Educational Service Area Office 2, had achieved all aspects at a high level.

2. The States of Basic-Education Administration, B.E. 2544 among different size
schools in Nongkhai Educational Service Area Office 2, were significantly different at 0.50.
The learning and teaching management of small size schools at basic education level in general

and each stream were lower than large schools’.
