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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: study and compare the levels of participation
of the basic education committees in school administration; study the problems, approaches and
suggestions on the management of the schools under Maha Sarakham Office of Educational
Service Area 1. The study covered the aspect of academic administration, the aspect of budget
administration, the aspect of personnel administration, and the aspect of general administration.
A guestionnaire was used as a tool to collect data from the sample that comprised 342 basic
education committee members, of whom 81 were from the schools having more than 300
students and 261 from the schools having not more than 300 students. The statistics used in the
analysis included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test.

The findings are as follows:

1. The basic education committees in the schools under Maha Sarakham Office of
Educational Service Area 1 had their participation in school administration, as a whole and by
aspect, as described below:

In class range 1-2, as a whole, the level of participation was at the medium level.
When considered aspect by aspect, it was found that all 4 aspects were at the medium level.
When the aspects are ranked from high to fow according to the values of their mean, they appear
as follows: the aspect of academic administration, the aspect of general administration, the
aspect of budget administration, and the aspect of personnel administration.

in class range 1-3 as a whole, the level of participation was at the médium {evel. When

considered aspect by aspect, it was found that all 4 aspects were at the medium level.



When the aspects are ranked from high to low according to the values of their mean, they appear
as follows: the aspect of academic administration, the aspect of general administration, the
aspect of budget administration, and the aspect of personnel administration.

In class range 3-4, as a whole, the level of participation was at the high level. When
considered aspect by aspect, 3 aspects were at the high level. They are ranked from high to low
as follows: the aspect of general administration, the aspect of academic administration, and the
aspect of budget administration. Meanwhile, the aspect of personnel administration was at the
medium level.

2. Inthe comparison of the levels of participation of the basic education committees in
school administration of the schools offering different class ranges under Maha Sarakham Office
of Educational Service Area 1, it was found that there was no difference, as a whole and aspect
by aspect. This is congruent with the hypothesis set.

3. Suggestions on the matter are summarized as follows: the basic education committee
members should be given knowledge on their roles and duties; parents and the community
should have more and clearer participation in the educational organization; and the schools
should fake into its strategy inviting knowledgeable and capable locals to participate in the

development of education.
