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Abstract

This research was aimed to study and compare the factors facilitating primary student
qualification Fundamental curriculum schools Under the Office of Mahasarakham Bducational
Service Area Zone 1, considering by school sizes, both as a whole and cach item. The
research sample consisted of 514 teachers who worked in the academic year of 2006 from
factors facilitating primary student qualification Fundamental curriculum schools Under the
Office of Maha sarakham Educational Service Are Zone 1. The research instrument used for
collecting data was 45 items of Likert Rating Scale questionnaire which the whole
questionnaire’s reliability giving a value of 0.959 The data were analyzed by. Using computer
program to find out percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypothese were tested by F-

test (one— way ANOVA)

Research findings were as follow :

1. The factors facilitating primary student qualification Fundamental curriculum schools
Under the Office of Mahasarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1, both as a whole and

each item in 3 items, were found at a moderate level, which can be putin order respectively



from the highest to the lowest as ; instructional process, administration management and
whereas media.

2. Comparison the factors facilitating primary student qualification Fundamental
curriculum schools Under the Office of Mahasarakham Educational Service Area Zone I,
considering by school sizes in both as a whole and each item, were found significantly
different at the .05 level.

3. Regarding suggestions the factors facilitating primary student qualification
Fundamental curriculum schools Under the Office of Mahasarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 1, which can be put in order respectively from the most frequency among 3 items as :
should be and supporting for continuously personal development, be adequately to supply

quality material, supporting teachers skills of improving the quality of education.
