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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine and compare the operation based on the principles of

providing early childhood education in school Under the Office of Mahasarakam Educational

Service Area I, both the overall and in each of these 6 aspect : constructing appropriate

currievlums, building environments that help children learn, organizing activities that promote

children’s developments and learning, integration of learning, assessment of children’s

developments and learning, and relationships between teachers and children’s families,

The Sample used in this study consisted of 540 school administrators, teachers, and chatrperson

basic educational school board, and parents in the academic year 2006, obtained by stratified

random samphing and sample group size formulation used Chrissie and Morgan’s table. Data

collection tool used was rating scale questionnaire, 5 scales, following Likert type with 57 items and

overall reliability of 0.92 . Narrative statistical analysis was percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Hypothesis testing used F-test with One-way ANOVA For examine the couple difference by the

method of Scheffe’

Research result found that :

1. The operation based onthe principles of providing early childhood education in

school Under the Office of Mahasarakam Educational Service Area [, as overall was at a high

level. When each aspect was considered, it was bound that the operation was at a high level



which can be putin order respectively from the highest to the lowest as : constructing
appropriate currieviums, building environments that help children learn and relationships
between teachers, children’s familics, organizing activities that promote children’s
developments and learning, integration of learning and assessment of children’s
developments.

2. In comparing the operation based on the principles of providing early
childhood education in school Under the Office of Mahasarakam Educational Service Areal, as
a whole, the result of the research revealed the significantly difference at the .05 level, as
viewed by school administrators have difference viewpoints teachers and chairperson basic
educational school board, considering by each item, it was found the difference in the items
of constructing appropriate currievlums, building environments that help children learn,
organizing activities that promote children’s developments and leaming, integration of
learning and learning, and relationships between teachers and children’s families. There were
not found the difference in the items of assessment of children’s developments.

3. The recommendation involving the operation based onthe principles of
providing early childhood education in school Under the Office of Mahasarakam Educational
Service Area I, as viewed of school administrators, chairperson basic educational school board
in the first 3 ranks from the most to the least frequency are : 1. The aspect of educational
instruction that the institution should construct curriculums which are appropriate to
children’s ages. 2. The aspect of environments that the environment must be clean, shady,
safe, and appropriate to children’s ages. 3. Should there should be exchanges of ideas between

parents and the school.
