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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine problem of administration, compare problem of
administration, and investigate recommendations involving the problem of administration
of basic educational institutions in Amphoe Phayakhaphum Phisai under the office of Maha
Sarakham Service Area Zone 2 as viewed by teacher officials with different status, school
sizes, and offering intervals both overall and each aspect. The sample used in this study
consisted of 248 teacher officials at basic educational institutions in the academic year 2006,
selected by using the stratified random sampling technique. The sample size was determined
according to the table of Krejcie and Morgan. The instruments used for collecting data was a
61-items rating-scale questionnaire with a reliability of 0.96. The collected data were analyzed
by using a computer program to find out percentage, mean, standard deviation. The t-test and
F-test were employed for testing hypothesis. When a statistically significant difference was
found, individual pairs would be tested by using Sheffe’s method.

‘The results of the study were as follows:

1. The teacher officials had problems of administration of basic educational

institutions as overall and each aspect at a medium level in this ranks from the highest to the
lowest mean: budget administration, personnel administration, academic administration, and

general administration.
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When the status was classified, it was found that the school administrators had
problems of administration as overall and each aspect at a medium level while the teachers
had problems of administration as overall and each aspect at a high level.

When the school size were classified, it was found that the small-sized and
medium-sized school had problems of administration as overall and each aspect at 4 high
level while the large-sized had problems as overali and each aspect at a medium level,

When the offering intervals were classified, it was found that the schools
offering first through second intervals had problems of administration as overall and each
aspect at a high level while the schools offering first through third intervals and third through
fourth intervals had problems as overall and each aspect at a medium level.

2. For the results of comparison, the following were found:

2.1 The teacher officials with different status had different problems of
administration as overall and in each aspect. The teachers had more problems of administration
than the school administrators at the .05 level of statistical significance.

2.2 The small-sized school had more problems of administration as overall
and in each of these 3 aspects: academic administration, budget administration, and general
administration than the medium-sized schools and large-sized schools; aiso, the mediumsized
schools had more problems as overall and in each aspect than the large-sized schools at the
05 level of statistical significance.

2.3 The schools offering first through second intervals had more problems
of administration as overall and each aspect than the schools offering first through third
intervals; also, the schools offering first through third had more problems as overall and each
aspect than the schools offering third through fourth intervals at the .05 level of statistical
significance.

3. Significant recommendations include: In academic administration, there
should be training in development of teachers involving marking, In budget administration,
every teacher should be allowed to participate in budget administration and each section
should be able to administer budgets by itself. In personnel administration, teachers should
be developed to understand school administration for efficient instruction. And in general
administration, the school administrative section should improve its own administration to be

efficient instruction and to facilitate comumtunication with other sections.
