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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were : to develop operation for creating student discipline
in responsibility , to examine and compare satisfaction , and to devlop student discipline in
responsibility of fourth — interval students at Si Suk Plutthayakham School under the Office of
Maha Sarakham Educational Service Arca Zone 1. The sample used in this study consisted of
25 fourth — interval students, obtained by purposively selecting only problem students . The
instruments used for collecting data were an observation form, an interview form, a
questionnaive, an evaluation form on work performance, and a recording form on students’
behaviors. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were mean and standard
deviation ; and t-test (dependent samples) was employed for testing hypotheses.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. Development of operation for creating student discipline in responsibility
of the fourth-- interval students at Si Suk Phitthayakhom School under the Office of Maha
Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1 by using strategies of homeroom activities,
gentleman’s/ lady’s agreement activities, everyday clean activities, and home — visit activities
could cause the students to change their behaviors in better ways. That was; in these aspects :

participation in in — front — of — flag — staff activities , coming to school, class attendanee,




classroom cleaning, and cleaning the areas assigned by the school, these students were
enthusiastic to participate in the activities, and they were responsible for the tasks assigned by
their teachers.

2. For the results of surveying satisfaction of the fourth —interval students at
Si Suk Phitthayakhom School under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 1 with the tasks of creating student discipline in selt — responsibility and publie
responsibility, it was found that after development these students shéwed their satisfaction
with homeroom activities, gentleman’s / lady’s agreement activities, everyday clean
activities, and home — visit activities at a high level and as overall at a high level.

3. For the results of comparing satisfaction of the fourth — interval students at
Si Suk Phitthayakhom School under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone | with the tasks of creating student discipline in responsibility before and after
development of operation, it was found thar after development their mean score was higher
than before development at the .05 level of significance.

However, although the development could improve the students’ behaviors, in

order to generate continuous and permanent development the school shoud operate

development in continuity and in regularity by using diverse methods.
