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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: study the need for development of teacher’s competence
in doing classroom research in the Academic Excellence Development Group, Group 15,
Nacheauk District, Maha Sarakham Office of Educational Service Area 2; compare the need
for development of teacher’s competence in doing classroom research among teachers who
had different status, worked in schools of different sizes and had different experiences in
doing research: and study the suggestions for development of teacher’s competence in doing
classroom research in schools. The sample consisted of 165 teachers in the Academic
Excellence Development Group, Group 15, Nacheauk District, Maha Sarakham Office of
Educational Service Area 2 in the academic year 2006, obtained through stratified random
sampling. There were also 20 informants in the classroom research seminar orgaized. The
instrument used for collecting data was a S-level rating scale questionnaire with the total
value of reliability at .97. The statistics used included percentage, mean, standard deviation,

and t-test and F-test (One-way ANOQV A) for the testing of hypotheses.



The results are as follows:

1. The majority of respondents were teachers; the second largest group were
administrators. The majoritjf of respondents were from medium-sized schools and the second
largest group were from 1arge-sizéd schools. Most héd experience in doing research while the
rest had no experience.

2, The teachers in the Academic Excellence Development Group, Group 15,

Nacheauk District, Maha Sarakham Office of Educational Service Area 2 had their need for

developmentof competence indoing classroom research ot the medinm feve, asawholeamd

by aspect. The top three aspects are: the aspect of budget for classroom research, the aspect of
study resources, and the aspect of concerned personnel in classroom research,
3. Teachers with different status and experience in doing research had a

difference with statistical significance of .05 in the need for the development in the aspect of

competence in classroom research, the aspect of conducting classroom research, and the

aspect of concerned personnel in classroom research. Meanwhile, there was no different in
the aspect of budget for classroom research and the aspect of study resources.
4. Teachers in small-sized and medium-sized schools had higher need for

development than the teachers in large-sized schools with statistical significance of .05,

However, no difference was found between the teachers in small-sized and medium-sized

schools,

5. In the seminar on development of competence in doing classroom research
organized for teachers in the Academic Excellence Development Group, Group 15, Nacheauk
District, Maha Sarakham Office of Educational Service Area 2, the participants suggested
guidelines for the developm.ent of competence in classroom research as follows.Problems in
classroom research comprised: teachers had insufficient knowledge and understanding in
classroom research in the matter of problem analysis and problem identification, and in the
matter of choosing the statistics for the analysis; teachers had insufficient knowledge and
understanding in the matter of planning for classroom research; teachers were overloaded
with work, had health and economic problems. Tﬁey had to spend their own money in doing

classroom research, They lacked incentives for research, Their schools had a small number of



books, periodicals, academic and research works in a narrow variety. Suggestions were made
for solving the problems; they are as follows. Practical training of classroom research with

_ expetts as trainers should be organized continuously. Teachers’ workload should be reduced.
Administrators should boost the teachers’ morale and provide more budget for classroom
research, Necessary books, periodicals, academic and research works of a wider variety

should be facilitated.
