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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study and compare the operation on

teaching professional standard based on the Regulations of the Teachers Council of Thailand
in Pariyatitham High Schools under National Buddhism Office Group 7 Khon Kaen.
The sample subjects were 40 school administrators, 169 teachers, and 143 guest teachers.
They were selected by the stratified random sampling techm'que. The data was collected by
a rating-scale questionnaire with .98 of the reliability value, and it was analyzed by the
computer program. The research statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, F-test
(One-way ANOVA) and Scheffe method.

Results of the research were as follows

1. According to the data, it was found that the level of the average opinion of
the school administrators and teachers toward the operation was high. The three highest
levels of the opinion were a well-behaved model, a creative cooperation in schools, and
selection of activities based on the benefits of students. Whereas, the lowest level of the
opinion was the frequency of teaching prbfessional development. The average opinion of the

administrators and teachers toward the operation regarding the status of the correspondents
was high.
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2. Tn regard to the comparison of the operation, it was found that the average
opinion of the school administrators, teachers and guest teachers toward the operation on
teaching professional standard based on the Regulations of the Teachers Council of Thailand
was not significantly different at the .05 level. Whereas , the average opinion of the
respondents toward 8 issues was not significantly different.

3. In conclusion, the school administrators, teachers and guest teachers
suggested that educational personnel should be provided and promoted for self-development
in educational technology for an instructional purpose. Lesson plan should be written in
advanoe, and classroom research and instructionz! development should be conducted

respectively.
