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Abstract

This research aimed: ﬁrsﬂy, to study the level of particiipative administration exercised
- by the school administrators in schools under Nongkhai Office of Educational Service Area 3;
secondly, to study the level of school effectiveness in schools un(ier Nongkhai Office of
Educational Service Area 3; and thirdly, to identify the Relationship between School
Administrators’ Participative Administration in Schools under Ndngkhai Office of Educational
Service Area 3 and School Effectiﬁeness.

The sample comprised 312 teachers (class range 1 — 3)_under Nongkhai Office of
Educational Service Area 3 in the academic year 2006, obtained through multi-stage sampling.
The sample size was determined according to Krejcie and Morgaﬁ Table. The instrument used for
data collection was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire. The questionnaire was divided into 2
parts. Part 1 contained 20 items on school administrator’s participative administration with 0.58 —
0.91 item-total correlation values and 0.94 reliability value. Part 2.contained 50 items on school
effectiveness with 0.59 — 0.98 item-total correlation values and 0.94 reliability value. The .

statistics used in the analysis included the mean, standard deviatioh and simple correlation.



The results are as follows:

1. The schocl administrators in schools under Nongkhai Office of Educational
Service Area 3 exercised the principle of participative administmftion, as a whole and b;y aspect,
at the much level. When the values of the mean are ranked from Eigh to low, the aspects are in
the following order: freedom to carry out the work in charge, mu_tua] trust, shared goal and
objective setting, decentralization and delegation of decision making,

2. The school administrators in schools under No:ngkhai Office of Educational
Service Area 3 had the school effectiveness, as a whole and by as:pect, at the high level. When
considered by aspect, every aspect was also at the high level. The aspects are ranked from high to
low as follows: maintenance of cultural patterns, integration, adaintability to the environment, and
goal attainment. .

3. The 4 aspects of participative administration, nhmely: mutual trust, shared goal
and objective setting, freedom to carry out the work in charge, and decentralization and |
delegation of decision making, exercised by the school administrétors in schools under Nongkhai
Office of Educational Service Area 3, as a whole and by aspect, had positive relationship with the
4 aspects of school effectivencss, with .01 level of statistical significance. The aspects are
adaptability to the environment, goal attainment, integration, andimaintenance of cultural

patterns.
