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ABSTRACT

This study were to survey opinion, compare opinion and suggestion of people in
Khonkaen toward Thai Boxing judgment. The subjects comprised 400 of Thai boxers, heads
of boxing camps, Thai boxing audience, Thai boxing judges, and Thai boxing gamblers,
Those were Khonkaen residence. The instruments of the study were the questionnaires using
rating scale questions. The scored from the questionnaires was statistically analyzed by SPSS
with the usage of Frequency, Percentage, Arithmetic means, Standard deviation, and a One-
Way Analysis of Variance. The level of significance was set at p <.05

The findings of the study were that the agreement of people in Khonkaen toward
the judgment of Thai Boxing were at a moderate level. According to six rating scales
questions, three of the questions were at a high level, two of them were at a moderate level,
and one was the lowest. Opinion of them ranging from high to low were: 1) The boxing judge
should score the Thai Traditional Boxing Arts in order to preserve the Thai Traditional
Boxing Arts. 2) Business should not be involved in Thai Boxing, and Thai Boxing
organization. 3) Using strength in hurling down the opponent should not be considered scored.
4) Audience’s voice should not be considered important in the boxing judgment. 5) The fight
should be scored by the boxers® ability rather than the beauty of the boxing arts. 6) Head of
the boxing judges were partly important to the judgment scoring.

Suggestions of people in Khonkaen toward Thai Boxing judgment were that

judges of Thai Boxing judgment had to be fairness using Thai Boxing rules in every fight,



The judgment of the Thai Boxing was not resulted from cost of money being gambled, The
Thai boxing judges must not consider the boxing organizer, the manager or head of the
boxers important in judgment, the judges must not implicitly or explicitly help any of the
boxers to obtain score. At the beginning of the fight, the judges had to swear on the boxing -
* tings in either the permanent rings or the temporary rings. The intensive training for the
judges has to be held regularly, and the judgment has to be on the same basis for the both

opponents.
