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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the levels of academic operation in schools offering education
in range 1 - 2 under Roi-et Office of Educational Service Area 1, according to the status and
size of the schools, as a whole and by aspect. The sample included 242 administrators and
academic teachers. The instrument used was a rating scale questionnaire with 5 levels of rating.
It contained 50 items for rating and 12 open-ended questions. The total reliability value of the
questionnaire was 0.87. The analysis employed a computer program to find the percentage, mean,
and standard deviation. F-test was used to test the hypothesis, using statistical significance at

the level of .05.

The results of the study are as follows:

1. The levels of the academic operation of schools, as a whole, were at the much
{evel. When considered by aspect, 10 were at the much level. When ranked from high to low,
the top 3 aspects were the aspect of learning process development; the aspect of educational
counseling; and the aspect of measurement, evaluation and credit transferring. Two aspects
were at the medium level. They are the aspect of academic cooperation with other educational
institutions, and the aspect of academic promotion for individuals, families, organizations,
agencies and other institutions that offer educational services.

When classified by status, it was found that



1.1 The level of the academic operation according to the administrators’ opinion as
a whole was at the much level. When considered by aspect, 10 aspects were at the much level.
The top 3 aspects when the are ranked based on the value of their mean, from high to low, are
as follows: the aspect of quality assurance development in the educational institution; the aspect
of learning process development; and the aspect of educational counseling. Two aspects were at
the medium level: the aspect of academic promotion for individuals, families, organizations.
Agencics and other institutions that offer educational services; and the aspect of academic
cooperation with other educational institutions.

1.2 The level of academic operation according to the academic teacher’
opinion, as a whole, was at the much level. When considered by aspect, 9 aspects were at the
much level. The top 3 aspects when they are ranked based on the value of their mean, from high
to low, are as follow: the aspect of learning process development; the aspect of learning
resources development; and the aspect of quality assurance development in the educational
institution. Three aspects were at the medium level: the aspect of academic cooperation with
other educational institutions; the aspect of academic promotion for individuals, families,
organizations, agencies and other institutions that offer educational services; and the aspect of
research for educational quality development.

2. When the levels of academic operation according to the opinion of the
administrators and the academic teacher were compared, it was found that there were
differences with .05 level of statistical significance in the following aspects: the aspect of
research for educational quality development; the aspect of media, innovations and educational
technology; and the aspect of academic cooperation with other educational institutions. There
Was no difference in the rest.

3. When paired test according to Scheffe’s method was made, based on the size
of the school, it was found that there were differences with .05 level of statistical significance
in the following aspects: the aspect of research for educational quality development; the aspect
of development of media, innovations and educational technology; the aspect of educational
supervision; the aspect of academic promotion in the community; and the aspect of academic
promotion for individuals, families, organizations, agencies and other institutions that offer

educational services. There was no difference in the rest.



4. In terms of suggestions, the following were suggested: workshop on learning
Process development should be organized; budget should be allocated adequately; workshops
on research for educational quality development should be organized; educational organizations
should pay more attention to counseling and the system of giving assistance to students; large-
sized schools should help medium and small schools; training in educational quality assurance

should be organized; and the teacher’s understanding in the research process should be enhanced.
