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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research wete to study and compare teachers” reflections and
suggestions on operations of activities for improving students in schools for students with
mental retardations.

The samples were 285 teachers working for 19 schools for students with mental
retardations gaining through Taro Yamane’s calculation and simple random sampling
technique. The data were gathered by using rating scale questionnaires. The analysis of the
data employed One-way Analysis of Variance and Sheffe’s paired-mean comparison, with the
significant value set at the .05 level.

The results showed that 1) in general, teachers’ reflections on operations of activities
for improving students in schools for students with mental retardations were at high level and
for each area, it was found that the operations of activities were at high level but the
assessments and evaluations were neutral, 2) a comparison between suggestions of teachers
with special education degree and with non-special education degree showed no difference at
the level of .05 3) the suggestions of teachers on the operations of activities for improving
students in schools for mental retardations included schools for mental retardations and other
related public sectors to develop teachers’ policy and techniques in assessing and evaluation

students with mental retardations and teachers to operate activities for improving students in



response to individual’s needs. In addition, the improvement of school curriculum as well as
the study and analysis of problems and students’ needs were also suggested in order to operate

the activities to suit the students.
