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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to review literature and analyze personnel’ s needs to be
used as guidelines for developing an activity-based training camp model for English
teachers. Subjects, selected to participate in this study through purposive sampling,
were school teachers under Maha Sarakham Office of Basic Education Area 1.

The instruments used in this study were two questionnaires: one aiming at
inquiring general information regarding the respondents; the other investigating teachers’
instructional problems in teaching Level 1-2 foreign language, i.e. English, and their noeds
for camp training. The statistics used for data analyses were percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

Findings of the study are as follow:

1. Regarding instructiona! problems encountered by school teachers of Level 1-2
English, their problem regarding each specific aspect was found at a moderate level:
curriculum (mean = 3.28), learning management (mean = 3.36), measurement and
evaluation (mean = 3.31), and instructional média and resources (mean =3.33).

2. The study revealed subjects’ overall needs for an activity-based training camp
at a high level {(mean = 4.12), with specific areas arranged in a descending order as
follow: development of knowledge and understanding in curriculum, followed by
instructional media and learning resources rated at the same level (mean = 4.20).

Apart from these findings, subjects also expressed their needs in such training
activities as Walk Rally and Team Assisted Instruction (1St Rank), Team-Game
Tournament and Student Team Achievement Division (2nd Rank), and Cooperative

Integrated Reading & Composition (31'd Rank), respectively.
