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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the disciplinary developments of students’
dress and punctuality at Bandonwan Huanong School, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province
using action research methodology based on Kemmis and McTaggart’s technique including 4 steps:
1) Planning 2) Action 3) Observation and 4) Reflection in 2 cycles. The co-researchers consisted
of five teachers from Pratom Suksa 5 to Mattayom Suksa 3 and 38 key informants, The sample
comprised 90 students from Pratom Suksa 5 to Mattayom Suksa 3 combined. The instruments
are: 1) the Disciplinary Evaluation Form  2) the Co-researchers’ Action Evaluation Form 3) the
Observation Form  4) the Interview Form and 5) the Student’s Dress and Punctuality Behavioral
Evaluation Form. Data were analyzed using Triangulation Technique and the data analysis was
presented in a descriptive form.

The results were as follows:

Before the researcher developed the disciplinary developments of students, two
disciplinary problems had been found at Bandonwan Huanong School: the student’s dress and
punctuality problems.

1. In terns of students’ dress problems prior to this research, it was found that
students dressed inappropriately such as having unapproved hairstyle, not tucking their shirts,
having no belt, and wearing ormaments and cosmetics, Therefore, the co-researchers prepared the

activities as follows:



1.1 To demonstrate the appropriate dress in the morning activities and requested
the teachers to repeat the activity in every subject and homeroom activity.

1.2 To have a Student’s Appropriate Dress Contest ontce a month,

1.3 From the internal demonstration, the researcher found that those three
problems, i.e. longer and shorter hair than stated in the school rules, ignoring shirts and belts,
and wearing accessories and make-up, were decreased in the 1% cycle. However, some students
still dressed improperly. Thus, the researcher continued the development plan with an improved
process in the 2™ cycle, and found that every aspect of students’ dress became significantly
improved.

2. Regarding student’s punctuality problems prior to this research, it was found that
some students went to school late; did not participate in the morning activities; came to class late;
and handed in their work late. The co-researchers proceeded the activities as follows:

2.1 To develop by repeating the school rules in the morning activities and to
integrate in the class.

2.2 To have a Students’ Punctuality Contest once a month.

2.3 From the internal demonstration, the researcher found that the four problems
on behaviors were decreased in the 17 cycle but some still had unsatisfied behaviors in punctuality.
The researcher then proceeded on the development in the 7 cycle using the same activities with
an improved process and found that the students’ behavior about punctuality was improved in every
aspect.

In conclusion, the disciplinary development of students’ dress and punctuality could fead

all the students to have more desirable behaviors in every aspect.
