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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study problems in developing school-base
curriculums of schools in Bungkarn District under The Office of NongKai Educational
Srevice Area 3. The sample size wa X designated by Krejcie and Morgan® Table (Boonchom
Srisa-ad,1990 ; 40 )and then selected by stratified random sampling. The total numbers of
samples were 218:24 administrators and 194 in-service teachers, from 55 schools in Bungkan
District. The data were collected by questionnaires which consisted of one item of checklist
and 40 items of rating scales. The reliability of the questionnaire was at the .91 level. The
statistics utilized for analyzing were frequencies, percentage, arithmetic means, standard

deviations, and t-test. The hypothesis was tested by t-test (Independent samples).

The results
1.The data indicated that the problems in developing school-based curriculums
of schools in Bungkan Districtunder The Office of NongKai Educational Service Are 3 was
at the medium level (X =3.0) when considering each Priority from plenty to few, first 3
sequence as: Stipulation vision, duty, target and quality desirable (X =3.24) school
curriculums framework arrangement (X =3.19) and implementation system development.
(X =3.19). Part 2 By the administrator conclusion had major in high fevel (X = 4.14). When

considering each aspect, priority from plenty to few, first 3 sequence as: Activities design for



student development (X =4.54). implementation system development (X =3.43) and
compilation for school curriculums (X =4.26).Part 3: By the administrator conclusion had
major in high level (X =2.96). When considering each aspect priority from plenty to
few .first 3 sequence as : school curriculums framework arrangement ( X =3.13) and
stipulation pattern, process and standard decision. Test and evaluation and education

document.( X =3,05).

2. The levels of problems in developing school-based curriculum identified by

samples in different positions had a significant difference at the .05 level.
