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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine the roles of educational institution
administrators and the relationships between schools and educational institution community
under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Educational Service Area Zone 3, to compare levels of
work performance of eduéétional institution community under the Office of Sakon Nakhon
Educational Service Area Zone 3 as viewed by educational institution administrators, teacher
performing their work in the relationships between schools and community, and basic
educational institution committee members at schools with different sizes as .overall and in
_ each aspect and to investigate recommendatlons involving the roles of educational
institution andministration community under the ‘Office of Sakon Nakhon Educational
Service Area Zone 3.

The sample consisted of 142 educational institution administrators, 142 teachers
performing their work in the relationships committee members, totally 426 persons under the
Office of Sakon Nakhon Educational Service Area Zone 3 in the academic year 2006, 7
 obtained by using the stratified random sampling technique. The instrument used in this
study was a Likert-type 60 itern 5-rating-scale questionnaire on the educational institution

community under the Office of Sakon nakhon Educational Service Arca Zone 3. The
statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
One-way ANOVA.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The roles of educational institution administrators and the relationships
between schools and basic educational institution community under the Office of Sakon
Nakhon Educational Service Area Zone 3 as overall were at a high level. When each aspect
was considered, it was found that their roles were at a high level in every aspect : promotion
of student affairs, publicizing educational works, and mobilization of resources for education.

2. The school administrators, teachers performing their work in the
relationships between schools and community. And basic educational institution committee
members viewed differently about the roles of educational institution administrators and the
relationship between schools and basic educational institution cornmunity under the Office of
Sokon Nakhon Educational Service Area Zone 3 as overall at the .01 level of statistical
significance in every aspect,

3. The small-sized schools and the large-sized schools viewed about the roles
of educational institution administrators and the relationships between school and basic
educational institution community under the Office of Sakon Nokhon Educational Service
Area Zone 3 as overall at a high level.

4. The small-sized and large-sized schools provided recommendations about
the administrators’ roles and school-community relations under the Office of Sakon Nakhon
Educational service Area Zone 3 in congruence with one another : The administrators should
develop education quality to be in accordance with the educational service area and other
agencies by organizing and participating in the activities organized by the community, should
concretely promote career training with an emphasis on student mentoring , providing
opportunities for the community to participate in expressing ideas according to their
functional roles, and public relations and reporting on operational outcomes of the
educational institution every semester to originate good understanding between the schools

and community in a creative way.
