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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine and compare levels of problems of
implementing educational institution curricula of schools under the Office of Maha
Sarakﬁam Educational Service Area Zone 2, The sample consisted of 124
administrators and 226 teachers with a total of 350 persons at basic educational
institutions under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2 in
the academic 20006, obtained through the stratified random sampling technique. The
instrument used in the study was a Likert-type S-rating-scale questionnaire with a

o reliability of 0.87 The statistics used for analyzing data were percentage, mean, and
standard deviation ; and t-test (independent samples} was employed for testing
hypotheses.

The results of the study were as following:

1, The problems of implementing educational institution curricula of
schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2 as
overall were at a medium level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that
the problems were at a medium level in every aspect in these ranks from the highest
to the lowest mean : measurement and evaluation, personnel, organization of learning,

and learning media.

2. For the results of comparing the levels of problems of implementing
educational institution curricula of schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Educational Service Area Zone 2, the following were found:

2.1 The administrators and teachers did not have different problems
of implementing educational institution curricula as overall, When each aspect was
congidered, it was found that in the aspects of personnel, and measurement and
evaluation they had different problems at the .05 level of statistical significance.
However, in organization of learning and teaching and in learning media they did not
have different problems.

2.2 The large-sized schools and the small-sized schools had different
problems of implementing educational institution curricula as overall and in each of
all the aspects at the .05 level of statistical significance.

3. Recomimendations about implementing Basic Educational Curriculum
2001 of schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Arca Zone
2 included: teachers should be trained in implementing curricula, and measurement
and evaluation based on educational institution curricula ; teachers should be provided
adequately ; and teachers should be assigned to teach the courses in which they had

aptitudes.
