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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine levels of moral And ethical
behaviors based on basic education Standards, and to develop desirable morality,
ethics, and values of second - interval students to meet the required basic education
Standard.

The participants consisted of 13 teachers, and the researcher, and 250 second —
interval students attending Anuban Kantharawichai School under the Office of Maha
Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1 in first semester of the academic year
2007, obtained by using the purposive sampling technique. The stody was conducted
in these stages: Phaes 1 surveyed present conditions, problems, and levels of morality
and ethics of Anuban Kantharawichai School in both intervals. Phase 2 developed
desirable morality, ethics, and values of the second — interval students by using these 4
strategies for development : 1) Buddhist children camping strategy, 2) strategy for
inserting instruction in every learning strand, 3} strategy for seeing monks and seeing
dharma on dharma listening days during the Buddhist Lent, and 4) strategy for
promotion and development of desirable morality, ethics, and values by using these 2
kinds of development activities: flagpole — front activities and last — weekday activities.

The study was conducted based on the action research comprising these 4 stages: 1)



At the planning stage, participants and the researcher cooperated in studying present
conditions and problems concerning desirable morality, ethics, and values of the
students; and cooperating in determining development strétegiés; 2} at the action stage,
the researcher operéted development according to the determined strategies; 3) at the
observation stage, the participants observed and collected data from the operation
according to the strategies; and 4) at the reflection stage, the researcher analyzed the
data collected from observations and interviews for improving next development
strategies to be more efficient.

The results of the study revealed the fo!loﬁing:

For the results in Cycle 1, the students in the focus group had more
development in desirable morality, ethics, and values than before development. However ,
some of the students had not yet met the required basic education Standards. Thus the
participants and the researcher had planning for development in Cycle 2. It was found
that the students in the foucus group had development in desirable morality, ethics,
and values according to the required basic education Standards in terms of quality of
learners, It showed that the learners were good citizens with morality. That was, these
students were citizens with discipline; they behaved themselves by following basic dharma
principles of Buddhism; they had responsibility, honesty, thankfulness, thrift, and pride of
being Thai. When compared with the second — interval student’s behaviors before

development, the students had gradually better level of behaviors to be the highest level.
