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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: to study the levels of participation and the
interaction between the status of the basic education committees in educational institutions
under Nongkhai Office of Educational Service Area 1 together with the size of the educational
institution, and the level of participation in the school-based curriculum management, as a
whole and by aspect; and to study suggestions leading to the development of efficiency of
participation in school-based curriculum management of the basic education institution
committees. The sample comprised 325 basic education institution cominittee members,
obtained through multi-stage random sampling. To do so, the population was classified based
on the size of the educational institution and the district in which it was situated. The sample
sizcla was determined according to the Krejcie and Morgan Table. Then, a simple random

sampling was carried out. The instrument used was a questionnaire with reliability value of

0.96. The statistics used included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test (two-way

ANOVA).



The findings are as follows

1. The basic education instifution committees under Nongkhai Office of Educational
Service Area 1 had their participation in the school-based curriculum management, as a whole,
in the moderate level, When each aspect was taken into consideration, it was found that
2 aspects were in the high level while 5 were in the moderate level. They are listed from high
to low according to the value of the mean, as seen below: the aspect of planning for curriculum
im;ﬁ!ennentation and the aspect of curriculum implementation were jn the high level; the aspect
of writing the curriculum; the aspect of preparation; the aspect of supervision, follow-up and
evaluation; the aspect of improvement and development; and the aspect of conclusion;
respectively, were in the moderate level,

2. There was no interaction between the status of the basic education institution
committees in educational institutions under Nongkhai Office of Educational Service Area 1
together with the size of the educational institution, and the level of participation in the
school-based cuiriculum management, as a whole and by aspect.

3. Suggestions on the matter are summarized as follows: opportunities should be
given to the basic education institution committees to participate in the analysis and the
conclusion of the curriculum implementation, to participate in the improvement and
development of the curriculum, to pariicipate in the supervision, follow-up and evaluation
of the curriculum management, to participate in suggesting how to improve and develop
school-based curriculum materially and continuously. And also, reports on the evaluation of

the curriculum management should be submitted to the basic education institution committee.
