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The purposes of this study were: first, to examine levels of cultivation of morality
and ethics in students; second, to compare opinions about levels of cultivation of morality
and ethics in students among administrators, teachers, and students; and third, to investigate
recommen&ations of guidelines of cultivating morality and ethics in third-interval students at
education institutions under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2.
The sample consisted of 385 administrators, teachers, and students. The sample size was
determined according to the table of Krejcie and Morgan by the use of the stratified random
sampling technique. The instrument nsed for collecting data was a 56-items 5-rating-scale
questionnaire with a reliability of 0.95. The statistical data were analyzed by the uses of
frequency, mean, and standard deviation, F-test (One-way ANOVA) was employed for testing

hypotheses. The individual pair difference was analyzed by using Scheffe’s method.
The results of the study were as follows:

1. Cultivation of morality and ethics in the students as overall was at a high level.
When each aspect was considered, it was found that in the aspect of disciﬁl'me, responsibility,
behaving oneself following the religious principles, honesty, kindness, generosity, and thrift,
they had performance at a high level. When each status was considered, the following were

found:



1.1 The educational institution administrators had cultivation of morality
and ethics in the students as overall and in each of the 5 aspects at the highest level while in
the other 2 aspects: thrift and discipline, they had performance at a high level.

1.2 The teachers had cultivation of morality and ethics in the students as
overall and in each aspect at a high level,

1.3 The students received cultivation of morality and ethics in themselves
as overall at medium level and in each of the 2 aspects at a high level. However, in each of
other 5 aspects the performance was at a medium level: behaving oneself following the
religious principles, discipline, responsibility, honesty, and thrift.

2. For the results of comparing their opinions, it was found that the educational

Institution administrators nad more cultivation of morality and ethics in the students as
overall and in each aspect than the teachers and students, while the teachers and more
cultivation of morality and ethics in the students as overall and in each aspect thau the
students at the .01 level of statistical significance.

3. Recommendations include: there should be organization of learning-teaching
Integration into each course, or a recycle club should be established for using used materials
to invent new things. A variety of using used materials to invent new things. A variety
of discipline activities should be organized such as training in front of flag staff, mind
development camping, homeroom, and Thai manners contests for cultivating sustainable
behaviors. Also, there should be determination of desirable characteristics involving no
copying h-omework or peers” answer to the test in order for the students to be honest in

the future.
