Abstract

This research aimed to study the state and problems of the performance and to
develop the performance of Ban Nongwang school committee, Chiang Yeun District,
Mahasarakham Province according to the roles of the committee prescribed by the National
Basic Education Act B.E. 2542 and the Amended Version B.E. 2545 as well as the
Administrative Organization of the Ministry of Education Act B.E. 2546. The targets of the
study were the members of Ban Nongwang school committee. The research employed the
principle of action research as formulated by Kemmis And McTaggart. The sirategies used
included workshops, study tours and seminars in matters related to the roles of the committee.
The instrument used included observation forms, interview forms, the minutes of meetings
and tests. The analysis employed descriptive analysis. Triangulation technique was used in the
treatment and examination of the data.

The development of the performance of Ban Nongwang school committee in phase 1
was carried out through a meeting of the school committee. The outputs of the meeting
showed that the committee members had their knowledge and ability for the role performance
but not enough to cover all 4 aspects of work, namely: the academic aspect, the budget aspect,
the personnel administration aspect, and the general administration aspect. They were not able
to cooperate and give supports to the planning of school development. As a result, the

researcher continued the research in phase 2 by using workshops, study tours and seminars as



strategies. It was found that afier all these activities the committee members had enough
knowledge, understanding and ability to perform their roles in all 4 aspects. They were able to
make school development plans and they carried out a school development project. Every
committee member was proud of what they had accomplished in their role performance as a
school committee member. They became ready to devote themselves for the betterment of the

school.
