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ABSTRACT

The research “Development the Local Curriculum, Weaving reed mats ” for
Matthayomsuksa I — 3 aimed to develop the local curricula, to develop leaming plans entitled, to
contrast fearning achievements and to study the pride of the learners” learning - teaching
activities as wall. The sample used in this study consisted of 34 matthayomsuksa 2 students at
Ban Nasaeng school under Nongkai Education Service Area office 3 as selected through the
purposive sampling technique. Six types of instrumenis used in this study included; a local
curriculum, a local curriculum evaluation form, learning plans, an activity performance skill
scale, learning achievement forms and a satisfaction scale. The statistics used for analyzing
data were mean, standard deviation, and percentage and t-test (dependent samples) was employed
for testing hypotheses.

The results of the study were as follows; The developed local curriculum entitled
“Weaving reed mats” for Matthayomsuksa | - 3 was appropriate at a high level (i = 4.61).
The learning plans entitled “Weaving reed mats” for Matthayomsuksa [ — 3 had an efficiency
of 86.02/88.90 which was higher than the established requirement of 80/80. The students who
fearned through the local curriculum entitled “Weaving reed mats” had learning achievements
after learning were higher than before learning at the .01 leve! of significance. The students
who learned through the local curriculum entitled “Weaving reed mats” had satisfaction with

the curriculum at a highest level (i = 5.54).
