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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to study the needs for academic supetvision of
teachers in inclusive schools in 4 aspects, namely, curriculum and application, instructional
provision, instructional media, and measurement and evaluation, and fo compare study the
needs for academic supervision in all 4 aspects as classified by educational level and training
experience in the special education, and to gather additional problems and suggestion on
needs for academic supervision.

The sample were 166 teachers who were both classroom teachers or subject teachers
in 24 inclusive schools under the Office of Udon Thani Educational Service Area 3, derived

through Krejcie and Morgan’s. Sample Size table and the simple random sampling by
proportional comparison as classified by educational levels and training experience in special
education, The instrument used for collecting the data was the 5 point-rating scale
questionnaires with the discriminating power values between 0.30 - 0.90 and the reliability of
0.97. Statistics used for data analyses included mean ( :‘?), standard deviation (8.D.), t-test,
F-test, and Scheffe’s Method.

The research findings were summarized as follows,

1. The teachers in the inclusive schools had needs for academic supervision as a
whole at the moderate level, When considered by aspects, it was found at the moderate level

in almost all aspects, except the measurement and evaluation aspect was at the high level.



2. The teachers in the inclusive schools with different educational levels had needs for
academic supervision as a whole with statistically significant difference at the .05 level,
whereby the teachers with the educational level below the Bachelor’s degree had needs for
academic supervision differently from those with Bachelor’s degree and higher, especially, in
the measurement and evaluation aspect, the teachers with the educational level below
Bachelor’s degree had needs at the high level, but those with Bachelor’s degree and higher had
needs at moderate level,

3. The teachers in the inclusive schools with different training experiences in special

statistically significant difference at the .01 level, with the exception in the in special education
had need more than those training,

4. The teachers in the inclusive schools had main additional problems on the
measurement and evaluation instrument irrelevant to the children’s disabilities, the curriculum
adapted from the one for normal children for use with special children was not
applicable. Students disliked writing and teachers having no free time to produce teaching
media,

5. The teachers in the inclusive schools had some important suggestions that there be a
mutual meeting anomy administrators, academic section and teachers on properly
identifying objectives, measurement methods, test preparation , and evaluation criteria, for all
subjects and key stages. Continuous staff development on special children be made regularly
through supervision, seminar or study tour. Sufficient media be provided for all classrooms and
there be media service center, and there be a mutual meeting among inclusive schools and
relevant agencies involving in determeaning a right suitable and sequent eurriculum at all key

stages.
