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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study problems in learning and teaching
students with learning disabilities and to compare problems in learning and teaching students
with learning disabilities of inclusive schools under the Office of Udon Thani Educational
Area 3 as of the inclusive schools frame in 4 aspects, namely, student , teaching and learning,
environment and media and facilities.

The sample in this research were 169 teachers in the inclusive schools derived
through Krejcie and Morgan®s Sample Size Table and a simple random sampling.
The instrument used in this research was the 5 point-rating scales questionnaire with
40 items, construction by the researcher , with the reliability of 0.95. The statistics used for
analyses included frequency, percentage, mean (3(— ), standard deviation (S.D.),
t-test F-test and Scheffe’s Method.

The research finding were summarized as foflow.

1. The teachers in the inclusive schools had problems in leaing and teaching for
students with leamning disabilities as a whole and in individual aspects on learning
mathematics, insufficiency of teacher, insufficiency of academic supplementing rooms as
needed , insufficiency of operational budget in the inclusive schools.

2. The teachers in the inclusive schools with different genders, ages and working

durations had no different learning and teaching problems.
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3. The teachers in the inclusive schools had main additional problems on students
having no interest in learning , unable to cope up with classmates, teachers failing to study
the curriculum, teachers failing to prepare lesson plans, no continuity of remedial teaching,
insufficiency of class rooms, the climate not enhancing learning and teaching provision,
insufficiency of media, insufficiency of budget, and teacher having no knowledge in using
media,

4. The teachers in the inclusive schools had main recommendation that the

classrooms for student with learning disabilities be supported.
