Pollution

There are three kinds of poliution : there is air pollution, which is bad or unhealthy
air; water potlution, which is bad or unhealthy water; and there is noise pollution, which is
bad or unhealthy sound.

Air pollution is caused primarily by automobile exhausts and factory smoke. The
exhaust and smoke released by a car has many poisonous or harmful particles in it and they
can remain in the atmosphere for long periods of time. These pollutants can cause health
problems for people exposed to them. Some health problems related to automobile exhaust
are emphysema and cancer. Both of these discases are extremely dangerous and can kill
people. Air pollution can also have damaging effects on our environment by causing climate
changes that can affect our ecology.

Water pollution is normally caused by the waste water that is released by factories
and homes, The waste water from the home is full of germs and other dangerous life forms.
Of cause, germs and other bacteria can cause serious discases, In addition, the exhaust
particles from air pollution can get mixed with the water from faétories is sometimes mixed
with poisonous chemicals used in the production process. They can cause illness, and/or
birth defects.

Noise poliution is caused by some of things that we find most pleasurable. For
instance, when we go to a night club and listen to loud music, we are exposing ourselves to
noise pollution. Noise pollution is just as dangerous to our health as air and water pollution,
because loud noise can damage, or event destroy our hearing. In addition, loud noise can
cause siress and stress can cause serious health problems; therefore, stress is as dangerous to

our health as smoking, or ingesting poison.
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If we want to prevent all the damage that these different kinds of pollution can cause,

we must educate ourselves and others to the dangers of all kinds of pollution and then

encourage strict regulations of our activities to prevent pollution. We can do this by reading

books and watching educational programs about poltution and then passing strict laws to

regulate the human activities that cause the different kinds of pollution.
