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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this rescarch were to study and compare the level of the
partication of basic education committee in planning the quality of education for basic
education schools under the Officer of Kalasin Basic Educational Service Area 3. The
sampie subjects were five hundred and eighty eight members of the basic education
committee frim the different sizes of schools. They were selected by the multi - stage
sampling technique. The data were collected by a questionnaire with .97 of the reliability
value and analyzed by the computer program. The research statistics used percentage,

mean, standard deviation, t—test {Independent Samples)
Research findings were as follows :

1. According to the data, it was found that the average level of the
participation of the committee in a planning process of the quality of education for basic
school was high.

2. In regard to the size of schools, it was found that the average level of
the participation of the committee members from the different size of schools ina
planning process of the education quality development was significantly different at
the .0l level. Whereas the participation in problem analysis and solution for the problem

was not significantly different.



3. In conclusion, the committee members suggested that the committee should
participate in academic activitigs, an annual budgeting issue, support for educational funds,
school and community cooperation, a management of vocational local experts, a personel
promotion, a school development plan, and a regular meeting attendance. Moreover, the
members should be trained and development their working skills. A study visit should be
also organized for the members. The meeting allowance should be paid for the members,
and the equipment should be provided for small-size schools. Finally the school data

should data should be clear and systematical.
