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Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare the levels of the operation of the teamer-
centered learning and teaching organization, as a whole and by aspect, according to the
opinions of the teachers in the basic educational institutions under Kalasin Office of
Educational Service Area 3. The sample, obtained through a simple random sampling on
educational institutions of 3 different sizes - large, medium and small, comprised 345
teachers. The instrument used was a S-level rating scale questionnaire with reliability value of
.97. The statistics used included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test for the
hypothesis testing. Paired tests employing L.S.D. method were conducted.

The results are as follows:

lg'he operation of the leamer-centered learning and teaching organization, as
a whole, was in the high level. When considered aspect by aspect, every aspect was in the
high level. Ranked from high to low, the aspects appear as follows: the aspect of evaluation;
the aspect of operation; and the aspect of preparation.

2. The comparison of the operation of the leAarner-cemered leamning and
teaching organization according to the opinions of the teachers in the basic educational
institutions of different sizes under Kalasin Office of Educational Service Area 3, as a whole

and by aspect, revealed that there was a difference in every aspect with statistical significance



at .05 level. It was found that the teachers in large schools saw the operation in a higher level
than the teachers in medium and small schools, with statistical significance at .05 level. The
paired tests revealed that the teachers in large schools and small schools had a difference in
their opinions with statistical significance at .05 level. That is, the teachers in large schools
saw the aperation of the learner-centered learmning and teaching organization higher than the
teachers in the medium and small schools.

3._ The suggestions on the operation of the leamer-centered learning and teaching
organization in the basic educational institutions under Kalasin Office of Educational Service
Area 3 were collected from the questionnaire and inferviews. They are as follows:

In the aspect of preparation, the suggestions are: suitable budgets should
be allocated for making media; data and information of learning sources and local wisdom
should be compiled.

In the aspect of operation, study tours in business enterprises or leaming
sources should be organized.

In the aspect of evaluation, students’ portfolios should be kept.
