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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to: study the levels of the operation of narcotics
prevention and narcotics problem solving in the schools according to the opinions of the
personnel; compare the operation of narcotics prevention and narcotics problem solving in
large and small schools according to the opinions of the personnel; and study the suggestions
on the operation of narcotics prevention and narcotics problem solving in the schools
according to the opinions of the personnel under Nongkhai Office of Educational Service Area
3. The sample size was determined according to the Krejcie and Morgan Table. The 326
members of the sample consisted of administrators and teachers: 174 were from large schools
and 152 from small schools. The instrument used was a questionnaire with 0.96 reliability
value. The questionnaire was divided into 3 parts. Part 1 was a checklist of the respondent’s
baseline data. Part 2 was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire. And Part 3 was the open-ended
part asking for suggestions on the operation of narcotics prevention and narcotics problem
solving in the schools. The analysis of the quantitative data employed a computer program to
find the percentage, mean, and standard deviation. And in the comparison of the operation of
narcotics prevention and narcotics problem solving in the schools of different size, t-test was

employed.



The findings are as follows:

1. The operation of narcotics prevention and narcotics problem solving in the
schools under Nongkhai Office of Educational Service Area 3, as a whole, was in the high
level. When considered aspect by aspect, every aspect was in the high level. Ranked from high
to low based on the value of the mean, the aspects are in the following order: the aspect of
family; the aspect of personnel; the aspect of extracurricular activities; the aspect of
curriculum and learning and teaching organization; and the aspect of students.

2. The personnel in large schools and the personnel in small schools did not
see any significant difference in the operation of narcotics prevention and narcotics problem
solving in the schools, as a whole. However, when cach aspect was taken into consideration, 2
aspects were different with statistical significance at .01 level. They were the aspect of
extracurricular activities and the aspect of family. The other aspects had no significant
difference.

3. In terms of suggestions on the operation of narcotics prevention and
narcotics problem solving in the schools according to the opinions of the personnel under
Nongkhai Office of Educational Service Area 3, the research found that the aspect with the
biggest number of suggestions was the aspect of extracurricular activities. The other aspects
with a smaller number of suggestions were the aspect of students, the aspect of family, the
aspect of personnel, and the aspect of curriculum and learmning and teaching organization,

respectively.
