ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study satisfaction of students towards educational
management of Maha Sarakham Independent Study Center, satisfaction comparison between
students of different age and gender groups towards educational management of the Center,
and students’ suggestions on educational management of the Center, in order to develop
teaching methods in Center and study problems in teaching and educational management in
the Center. The target group of this research was 302 secondary education students (grade 10-
12) from Maha Sarakham Independent Study Center. The equipment used for collecting data
was a 36 iterm questionnaire

{value estimating scale).

1. The study showed that the students’ overall satisfaction for the Center’s
cducational management was found at a moderate level (X=3.49, $.D.=0.37). When other
arcas of educational management were studied, the students’ satisfaction was found high in 2
areas: Curriculum Content (X=3.62, $.D.=0.38) and Instructor {X=3.52, S.D.=0.37), and
moderate in 4 areas: Teaching Method (X=3.48, 5.D.=0.38), Follow-up Study and Evaluation
(X=3.47, 5.D0.=0.35), Employment of the Educational Management in Living (X=3.44,

8.D=0.36)}, and Instructional Media and Teaching Material (X=3.42, §.D.=0.38).



2. Results of the comparison of the students’ satisfactions towards educational
management of Maha Sarakham Independent Study Center were as follow:

2.1 The satisfactions, towards the Center, of male and female students didn’t have
any significant difference at both overall level and when other areas of the Center’s
educational management were studied.

2.2 The satisfactions of the secondary education students (grade 10-12) in
different age groups were not different at overall level. When other areas of the educational
management were studied, students who are under 25 had more satisfaction for the
Curriculum Content than those who are over 25 at 0.5 significant level.

3. The students’ suggestions regarding educational management of the Center were
as follow: 1) there should be instructional multi-medias and higher-tech equipments, such as,
computers or infernet for using in data searching, in order to gain knowledge and broaden the
students’ vision regarding the globalizations and 2) there should be group meeting
continuously and instructors and committees of primary education institutions should be

obviously and seriously involved.
