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Abstract

This research aimed to enhance virtues, ethics and desirable values of the
students in class range 3-4 in Porpanpitayakom Rajamagalapisek School, Maha Sarakham
Office of Educational Service Area 2 in accordance with the national education standard. The
sample comprised students in class range 3-4. The research methodology was action research
which was divided into 3 phases. Phase 1 dealt with a study of the state and problems of the
matters, Phase 2 dealt with improvement and development. And phase 3 dealt with evaluation
of the development. The target group consisted of 72 students in class range 3-4, obtained
through purposive sampling. The instruments used included a form for collecting baseline
data, behavior records, observation forms, interview forms, and evaluation forms. The
statistics used in the analysis were percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The verification
of data was carried out through the process of triangulation technique,

The results of the research indicated that before the enhancement of virtues, ethics
and desirable values of the students in Porpanpitayakom Rajamagalapisek School, the
students in general had many unsuitable behaviors such as: not knowing how to save money;
being uneconomical in using both personal and public utilities; ignoring independent study;

ignoring retrieving information through technology; not being punctual in entering and



leaving class; asking for leniency in handing in assignments; not conforming to school dress
code; ignoring lost-and-found practice; vandalizing school’s property; lying; being late for
the school morning assembly before the flag; and not paying attention to the activities in the
school morming assembly before the flag. The researcher and the co-researchers then jointly
set strategies for development in the forms of projects/ activities. The development was
carried out in 2 spirals. The results are as follows:

In the first spiral, the students had their problems in 5 aspects, The problems
included the aspect of being economical and saving; the aspect of being persevering; the
aspect of being disciplinary; the aspect of being honest; and the aspect of being responsible.
Five projects with 12 activities were carried out, It was found that the students had better
development in all aspects. However, when classified according to the indicators, the
development had to be carried on to the second spiral because there were problems that had
not yet been solved. They consisted of the following: the students had liitle saving; the
students were not interested in depositing money in the school bank; the students were not
keen on learning; the students ignored retrieving information through technotogy; the
students ignored wearing proper clothes for certain activities; some students did not have
their name embroidered on their shirt; some students took other people’s belongings without
permission and did not feel guilty; they could not keep their promise in handing in
assignments; they were late to the moming assembly before the flag; and they did not want to
walk into class in a line.

In the second spiral of the development the strategies added 11 activities to the
former projects and followed the cycle of PAOR. The results indicated that the students
developed themselves in all aspects and the overalf evaluation was in the good level in all
aspects. However, when considered group by group, two aspects were in the medium level -

the aspect of being economical and saving and the aspect of being honest.
