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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to study the level of the participation for basic educational
management of foundation school committee, to compare the level of the participation for basic
educational management of foundation school committee and the suggestion concerning the
participation in basic educational management of foundation school committee under Nongkhai
Educational Service Area office 1: the case study of monks committee. The population used for
study was the foundation school committee who was monk consists of 138 persons from the big
school 44 persons and the small school 94 persons. The instrument used for collecting data was
40-items of rating scale with reliability at .98. The statistics for analysis were frequency,

percentage, mean and standard deviation. Testing hypothesis by independent sample t-test.
The research results were found as followed;

1. The level of the participation for basic educational management of foundation school

committee as a whole and all aspects was in moderate level. Arranging the Arithmetic




mean from high to low namely; the academic administration, the general administration, the

personnel administration and the least one was the budgeting administration.

2. The comparison of participation for basic educational management of foundation
schoo! committee between committee from the big school and the small school as a whole was
found that was no different, Considering by each aspect was found the aspect of the budgeting
administration was different with significant statistic; the committee from big school had more
participation than the committee from the small school,

3. The suggestion that be found was to promote the participation in the following
items namely; the public relation increasingly, the cwrriculum development and personnel
development continually, the payment checking of budgeting transparently and the develop of

school environment,
