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ABSTRACT

"The purposes of this study were to examine levels of operating student discipline at
educational institutions in the third — fourth intervals under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Educational Service Area Zone 2, to compare operation of student disciple at educational
institutions in the third — fourth intervals under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational
Service Area Zone 2 as opined by persons according to status involving discipline operation
in each aspect and as overall, and to investigate problems and recommendations for
guidelines for solving problems of operating student discipline in the third — fourth intervals
at educational institutions under the Office of Maha Sarakham Education Service Area Zone
2. The sample consisted of key persons involving student discipline in the third - fourth
intervals at educational institutions under the Office of Maha Sarakham Education Service
Area Zone 2 in the academic year 2007, obtained by using the purposive sampling technique.
These key persons comprised directors, vice directors, guidance teachers, class teachers,
chairmen of educational institution committees, and Buddhist monks with a total of 207
persons. The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire, divided into 3 parts: Part 1
was a status checklist on data about the respondent. Part 2 was a Likeﬁ —type 57 —item 5 —

rating — scale questionnaire on operating discipline of students at educational institutions.

And Part 3 was apart with 6 open - ended questions for respondents to recommend their

opinions about problerns and guidelines for solving problems of operating student discipline

at educational institutions to increase student affairs efﬁciency.
The results of the study were as follows:

The operation of student discipline in the third — fourth intervals at educational
institutions under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2 as overall
was at a high level. When each of all the 6 aspects was considered, it was found that every
aspect had operation at a high level in this order form the highest to the loxx;est mean;
salutation; and next from the highest were punctuality, responsibility, forming lines of
students, keeping cleanliness, and dressing respectively.

Fror the results of comparing differences between the status of key persons in

education provision at educational institutions with different status involving operation of

with different status was different at the .05 level of statistical significance.

However, for the problems and recommendations for guidelines for solving
problems of operating student discipline in the third — fourth intervals at educational
institutions under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2, it was
found that the recommendation at the highest level in each aspect included 'puncruality:
informing of cleat regulations on guidelines for performance and penalty fo students and
parents; forming lines of students: advisor teachers inspected the lines of students, warning
students on perflorming activities in front of the flag — pole; responsibility: determining rules
or regulations of the classroom for conrolling to have responsibility; and dressing:

determining penalty for untidy dressing.
