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Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare levels of preparatory implementation
for Accreditation of Educational Standards of Private Schools under Maha Sarakham Office
of Basic Education Area, Zone 1 and 2; according to four areas of implementation : 1)
preparation, 2) Orientation, 3) development of Educational Standards, and 4) preparation
of documents and reports. Subjects for the study were 234 teachers teaching in private
schools of Maha Sarakham Basic Education Area I and 2 in 2005 selected through a
simple random sampling by using Krejeie and Morgan’s Table T

The instrument used for collecting data was a Likert five - scale questionnaire,
consisting of 58 items and having 0.952 reliability. The statistics used for analyzing data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test for testing hypotheses, F-test and Scheffe’ test of

statistic significance for pairing comparisons,
Findings of the study were as follow:

1. The overall preparatory implementation for accreditation among small,

medium and large-size private schools in Maha Sarakham Basic Education Area 1 and 2

were found at a high level.



2. The large-size private schools had a higher level of preparatory
implementation for accreditation than that of the medium- and small-size ones at the 0.05

level of statistical significance.
