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Abstract

This research were aimed at studying and comparing levels of good govemance
performances in schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Arca Zone 2.
Subjects for this study were 4 groups of 360 respondents: teachers, school administrators,
chairpersons of school committees, and school commitiee members representatives
communities. The instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire, constructed by
the reéearcher, covering good governance key performance indicators developed by King
Prajadhipok’s Institute, Thailand. Data were analyzed by using a computer program and the
statistics used in this study were mean, standard deviation, and One-way analysis of varian;:e

(ANOVA).
Findings of the study were as follows :

1. Both overall and specific areas of good governance performances in schools
under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone2 were found at a high level.

2. Comparisons of overall good governance performances of the 4 groups of
subjects revealed that there were significant differences in levels of good govemance
practices among these groups, Arranged ina descending order of levels of performances
were school administrators, committee members representing commuaities, teachers, and

school committee chairpersons.



3. Subjects offered the following suggestions regarding specific areas of good
governance practices in schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2. ;
1) In terms of cost effectiveness, the schools have adopted appropriate practices ; 2) Regarding
the rule of law, there should be clearly defined rules of practices and schools should be
empowered to issue school orders without having to wait for orders from the Office of
Educational Service Area Zone 2 ; 3) In terms of participation, teachers and other school
personnel and stakcholders should be encouraged to participate more ; 4) With reference to
transparency, school committees should be empowered to conduct internal auditing on
purchasing and hiring, and school teachers and school commitiee members should work
cooperatively to ensure transparent financial practice, especially regarding school revenue or
income ; 5) In terms of responsibility, students should be regularly delegated with assighments
and consistently encouraged to participate in school activities ; and 6) For morality, there

should be authentic assessment of work implementation to ensure impartiality.
