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The purpose of this research was to analyze the factors, problems affecting the readiness
of rural and urban community funds tobe a community financial institution, study the participatory
situation of the members and also find out the suggestion for being a community financial institution.
The sample subjects selected by stratified random sampling technique were 355 members of rural
and urban community funds in Borabue district, Maha Sarakham province. The data were collected
bya questionnaire. The research statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation. The data
analysis consisted of factor analysis, research instrument analysis, discrimination analysis, variable-

correlation analysis, multiple regression analysis.

Results of the research were as follows:

According to the data, it revealed that the five factors offected significantly on the
ceadiness of the community financial institution, They were leadership of a community funds leader,
learning atmosphere of community funds, participation of the members, and policy of professional
support for the members. The factors also effected on sustainable self sufficiency of the members.

The learning atmosphere, the participation and the professional support closely effected

on community financial service. The leadership, the learning atmosphere, the dividend policy, the



participation and the professional support effected on the opportunity of the poor to be accessible to
the funds.

In regard to the participation, it was found that the average participatory level of the
members of rural and urban community funds was high. The three problems of the community funds
were no profits and no secure financial institution.

In conclusion, finding indicated that the rural and urban community funds should be
upgraded to be a financial institution. The head of the rural and urban community funds should be
supported by the government to create the learning atmosphere and administration system. The heads
and members of rural and urban community funds should work with the government organization for

professional development of the members of the rural and urban community funds.
