ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the factors affecting
parents’ decision-making on selecting private kindergarten for their children. The research
also study the relationship between the personal qualification, the number of descendants, the
class levels in the kindergarten and the factors affecting parents’ decision-making on selecting
the private kindergarten in Nong Khai Education Service Area Office 1. The study was
conducted using 334 parents of the kindergarten children, selected through a simple random
sampling technique, The instmmeni used in the study was a 5 rating scale questionnaire with

0.99 of reliability. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, One-way ANOVA, Chi-square

were used to analyze the data,

The results were as follows:

1. The most important factors affecting parents’ decision-making on selecting
the private kindergarten for their children were the services, and assessment respectively.
The least factor was the participation of parents and community.

2. The opinion of parents classified by gender, age, the children relationship,
occupation and the number of descendant were not statistically different. However,

considering the educational qualification, income and class levels on the nine factors were

significantly different.



3. The parents’ income and class levels were related to the teachers factors,
the school environment and building, other tuition fees, the assessment including services.
However, others factors were no relationship,

4. The sample group suggested that the warm welcome should be motivated
when the parents visit their children at school. The parents can inquire about information
from the feachers all the time in working hours. The school lunch should be provided healthy
diet which balance of five major food groups. Moreover, the teachers should give the
opportunity for the children to learn and to be good behaviors. Finally the teachers should

take good care of the children closely and be friendly.
