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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare a study work of the Basic Educational
Committees in Primary Level 1-2 Schools under Kalasin Office of Educational Service Area
Zone 2. The sample comprised 360 basic educational committees members, obtained through
simple random sampling, The sample size was determined according to the Krejcie and
Morgan Table from 120 schools. The instrument used was a rating scale questionnaire with
reliability value of 0.96. The statistics used included mean, standard deviation, and f-test for
the hypothesis testing.

The results are as follows:

1. The work of the basic educational committees , as a whole, was at the
moderate level. When considered by aspect: 5 aspects were at the moderate level, which can
put respectively in 3 order as : do another work which from upper command, reinforce
relationship between schoel and communities to make learning and participated to
development schools and adde;d all developed to students then continues local and national
tradition. 7 aspects were at the mach level ,which can put respectively in 3 order as : to have a
partiality for yearly action plan of school , support to all childhood to have a good and
standard education and following control plan implementation.

2. The comparison according to status:

2.1 The overall level of the work of the basic educational committees



members revealed the difference at .05 significance, When each aspect was taken
consideration, it was found that the administrators performed the activities greater than
another’s agents and were significant difference at .05 level. But teacher agents and other
agents were no significant.

2.2 When each aspect was taken consideration, it was found that every
aspects were sighificant difference at .05 level. In order as aspects : Policy assignment and
developed school plan, partiality preparing gist curricnlum to match local needs and offering
how to participate in school s administration. The administrators performed activities greater
than another’s agents and were significant difference at .05 level. Other aspects every
statuses were different performed activities at .05. Every aspect the administrators performed
the activities greater than another’s agents

3. The recommendation the majority suggested which can put respectively in 3
order as ; were fo be participated in school’s activities (school sport, to sleep at the camp at
night, Buddhist camp), schools had independent foundation works and cooperated pre-post
