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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the levels of administrative problems of
Buddhist religious schools, general education department, Maha Sarakham Province according
to the opinions of the administrators and teachers. It also aimed to study approaches in solving
administrative problems of Buddhist religious schools, general education department, Maha
Sarakham Province. The population included 132 administrative and teachers in Buddhist
religious schools, general education department, Maha Sarakham Province. The sample,
obtained through simple random sampling, consisted of 22 monk administrators and 62 teachers.,
including monks. The sample size was determined according to the Taro Yamame’s formula.
The instrument used was a 5 level rating scale questionnaire with 0.97 reliability value. The
analysis employed a computer program. The statistics used comprised frequency, the mean,
standard deviation, and t-test was used in hypothesis testing.

The findings are as follows :

1. The administrative problems of Buddhist religious schools, general education
department, Maha Sarakham Province, as a whole and by aspect, were in the medium level,
When considered aspect by aspect, the administrators had their opinions in the medium level in
every aspect. Ranked from high to low based on the value of the mean, the aspects are in the
following order: the aspect of academic administration; personnel administration; and general

administration; and budget administration, On the teachers, as a whole their opinions were in the



medium level. When considered by aspect, the teachers had their problems in the medium level
in every aspect. Ranked from high to low based on the value of the mean, the aspects are in the
following order: the aspect of academic administration: budget administration; personnel
administration; and general administration.

2. The comparison of the levels of the administrative problems of Buddhist
religious schools, general education department, Maha Sarakham Province according to the
opinions of the administrators and teachers, as a whole there was no difference. That is to say,
the administrators and teachers, as a whole there was no difference. That is to say, the
administrators saw the problems in a higher level than thee teachers but without statistical
significance at .05 level. When considered by aspects, the were differences with statistical
significance at .05 level in 3 aspecis: the aspect of academic administration; personnel
administration; and general administration. Meanwhile, there was no difference in the aspect of
budget administration,

3. The approaches in solving the problems suggested are raked from high to
low as follows: the state should provide budget for the promotion of curriculums that respond
to the needs of the community: modern equipments such as computers and photocopy
machines should be provided; general administrative work and financial work shounld be
sufficiently staffed; personnel in each work should be properly selected; classrooms should be
arranged in such a way the they have favorable atmosphere for learning; Buildings, tables and

chairs should be in a good condition and safe.
