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Abstract

This research aimed to study the sfate of problems and to enhance student discipline on 2
aspects of responsibility: the aspect of self responsibility; and the aspect of responsibility for the
comunon interest, The study employed the principles of action research comprising planning,
action, observation and reflection. The research group consisted of 7 persons: the researcher who
was the head of the general administrative taskforce; 6 co-rescarchers who were government
teachers and taught in class range 3 and also worked as advisors and counselors, The 53
informants included 7 persons in the research group, 20 target students, 20 parents, 2 teachers,
and 4 village leaders. The instrument used included meeting minutes, interview forms, evaluation
forms, and a form for the nomination of exemplary students. The analysis of guantitative data
employed the mean, percentage and standard deviation while the analysis of qualitative data
employed trianguiation technique and descriptive presentation.

The results are as follows:

1. Before the enhancement of student discipline on the aspect of responsibility for

students in class range 3, the research group conducted student individual case studies, used

evaluation-forms-to-sereen-the-53-students-according to-their-disciplinary-behavior-on-the two

aspects of responsibility as mentioned earlier. Twenty students were found to have the following



problems. 1) Five students had dressing problems: they had their hair longer than what the school
regulation had set; they did not tuck in the hem of the shirt; they wore unnecessary ornaments;
they wrote graffiti on their shirt or body; they did not wear proper shoes, éocks and belt, 2) Five
students had problems of punctuality: they came late for the morning assembly around the flag;
they were late for class and did not stay for the full period; they did not line up for the afternoon
classes; they had lunch before lunch time; and they did not line up after school. 3) Five students
had problems of doing assignments: they did not hand in their homework in time; they did not do
the work specially assigned to them; they handed in the assignment only to avoid punishment

from the teacher. 4) Three students had problems of keeping cleanliness of the classroom and the

grounds:they did-not-elean-up the assigned-area;-they-did-not elean up-the classroom,-special
rooms and toilets when their turn came. 5) Two students had problems of joining school
activities: they did not meet the criteria of joining school activities concerning religion, scouts,
sports, and activities concerning national holidays.

2. After the enhancement of student discipline on the 2 aspects of responsibility, they had
more resp_onsibility. That is, the 20 target students developed their discipline of dressing and
punctuality. Every one of them dressed themselves according to the school dress code. They came
in time for the morning assembly and for class. Teachers and parents were satisfied, Most
students were more willing and they intended to do their assignment, and they completed it. On
the aspect of responsibility for the common interest, most students paid their attention to keeping
the cleanliness of the classroom and the grounds which was in their responsibility. The target
students met the criteria of joining the school activities. They paid more attention to the activities

and they were more willing to join the school activities.
