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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to study and compare the opinion of members of sub-
district council on the work performance of sub-district administration organizations in Yang
Talat District, Kalasin Province. This classified in sub-district administration organization size
and work experience. The research also studied some suggestions on the work performance of the
members of sub-district council. The study was conducted using 203 members of sub-district
council. The instrument used in the study was a rating scale questionnaire. percentage, frequency,
mean, standard deviation, stest (Independent samples) were used to analyze the data with the

testing significant difference at .05 level.

The results were as follows:

1. The overall of opinion of members of sub-district council on the work performance of
sub-district .'c;dministration organization in Yang Talat District, Kalasin Province was rated at a
moderately level. According to cach aspect, the two aspects were shown at high level: disaster
prevention and mitigation, water and road maintenance respectively. The intcrmediat;: level in 6
aspects were decease protection and communicable decease; women, children, clderly, disability,
and disadvantaged support: natural resource and environment; educational, religious, and cultural
support; road, waterway, footpath cleanliness in public together with getting rid of garbage. And

also maintenance of art, customs, wisdom indigenous and local cultures.



2. The comparison of opinion of members of Sub-district Council on the work performance
classified by organization size and work experience were not significant difference. Considering
in each aspect, there were two aspects: disaster prevention and mitigation; and women, children,
elderly, disability, and disadvantaged support shown significant ditference at .05 level.

3. The sample group suggested that the members of Sub-district Council should allocate
budget for infrastructure. There should be sufficient hauled container and stationary container
systems. Decease protection should be campaigned and communicable decease should be done
immediately. The security guard should be arranged. Budget for education should be supported
continuously. Moreover, budget should be provided for social pensions of old age, disability and
HIV people. The members should be trained for environmental protection in the sub-district area
regularty. Finally, participatory of local philosopher and wisdom indigenous activities should be

more supported.
