The purposes of this study were: to examine levels of participation institution

The population used in this study consisted of 2,097 basic educational institution

committee members at 299 schools which offered first-second intervals under the Office



of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1. The sample used in this study
consisted of 575 basic educational institution committce members from 36 schools which
offered first-second intervals 36 schools which offered first-second intervals under the
Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zonel. The instrument used for
collecting data was a questionnaire on. participation in educational instifution administration
of basic educational institution committees at schools which offered first-second intervals
under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1 with a reliability of
0.94. The collected data were analyzed by the use of the computer program. The
statistics used for analyzing the collected data were frequency, mean, and standard
deviation; and F-test (Two-way ANOVA) was employed for testing hypotheses, The
results of the study were as follows:

1. The basic educational institution committees had participation in educational
institution administration in educational institution administration as overall at a high level,
When each aspect was considered, it was found that‘ the basic educational institution
committees had participation in educational institution administration in the aspects of
acadernic administration and general adminisiration at the highest level. However, in the
aspects of budget administration and personnel administration, these committees had
patticipation at a high level,

2. The basic educational institution committees with different status did not
have different opinions about having participation in educational institution administration
of the basic educational institution commitfees. However, the basic education institution
committces at séhools with different sizes had different opinions about having

participation in educational institution administration of these educational institution

adnﬁnis&étion of these educatibnal institution comlmttees at the .05 level of statistic.t.al
significance.

3. The basic educational institution committees provided their opinions and
recommendations for having participation in educational institution administration of these

educational institution committees in cach aspect as follows:



From the open-ended questionnaire the following major problems and
recommendations were found. In the aspect of academic administration, the problem was
the lack of educational guidance development for students in earnestness. The
recommendation was that the school should provide a period of guidance for all
classrooms at each class level for teacher advisors and guidance teachers to recommend
carcers and further education together. In the aspect of budget administration, the problem
was the lack of development of the loan fund for education of students. The
recommendation was that the school should establish the fund in cooperation with parents,
alumni and the community in mobilizing the fund for education including fair fund
allotments for students. Inthe aspect of personnel administration, the problem was the
lack of help inreplacement of officials or asking for retirement. The recommendation was
that the school should coordinate with the office of the educational Service Area and the
Authority of appointment according to Article 53 of the National Act 1999 (Revised in
2002) for righteousness and rapidity inoperation, Finally, in the aspect of general
administration, the problem was the lack of personnel to coordinate officially well with
the educational service area and other agencies. The recommendation was that the school
should hire employees who graduated at the upper-vocational certificate level and had
knowledge and expertise in computer to work in business affairs and to receive matters

from different sections for coordination with other external agencies for the school.
