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ABSTRACT

This rescarch aimed to investigate factors affecting sexually-at risk behaviors
of students at higher-education level. Sample population for the study were students
from 20 higher-education institutions each of which was represented by 40 students,
making a total of 800 students, from which 705 respondents or 88.12% filled in the
questionnaires, of which only 664 of them or 94.18 % were complete and used for
data analysis, while 41 of them or 5.82 % were incomplete. The statistics used in this
study were percentage, mean and standard deviation

Findings of the study are as follow:

1. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors classified under addictive
substances are liquor and alcoholic drinks (39.31 and 4.97 %), followed by cigarette
smoking (10.24), and marihuana, amphetamine, etc.

2. Among factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors driven by alcoholic
drinks, analyses reveal 17.7% of subjects sometimes drink before having sexual
intercourse, and 1.21 % always drink before sexual activity.

3. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors categorized as entertainment

places are shopping malls (50.75%), public parks(31.33%) and movie
theaters (19.73%), respectively. Other factors also include places offering

sexual services and massage parlors.
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4. Regarding factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors under information,
news, and public media are learning and receiving information from the Internet
(27.22%) and video tape and CD-Rom (20.92 %), sexual stimulants from video
tape/CD-Rom (79.92%) and downloading pornographic images through mobile
telephone (19.58%).

5. Among factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors under sexual physical
contacts, 79.07 subjects admit having physical contacts with the opposite sex and
48. 19 % involve in hugging, kissing and other sexual stimulating activities.

6. Regarding sexually-at-risk behaviors affected by being with the opposite
sex other than platonic relationship, 67.02 % of the subjects admit dating or going
out with the opposite sex.

7. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors classified under sexual
stimulating clothing are wearing sexy clothes exposing parts of the body (26.66%)

8. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors under places at risk are movie
theater watching sexual scenes (55.72%), being at shopping malls at nighttime
(52.86%), viewing pornographic magazines (46.08%), and staying overnight with
companion of the opposite sex (43.37%), respectively.

9. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors under lacking thinking skills are
consulting friends when having tension or wotries (50.76%), seeing doctors when
having doubt about contacting sexual diseases (68.83%), hesitating and compromising
when not being to help friends with problems (42.02%), talking with somebody
reliable (44.28%), and listening to songs during study breaks (27.52%).

10. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors that involve emotional
disorders are having high sexual drive and needs (23.64%), trying different unusual

sexual behaviors (15.51%), and forcing others to have sex (4.82%).
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11. Factors affecting sexually-at risk behaviors under family’s social status are
good relationship among family members (75.00%), family disputes at times
(22.14%), parents or custodians teaching how to deal with friends of the opposite sex
(77.86%), consulting nobody when having any problems (34.79%), consulting father
and/or mothers (31.63%), family (older brothers and/or older sisters) suggesting visits
{o entertainment places or using sexual services (3.62%), suggestions made by
relatives (2.86%), family members expose sexual activities (1.21%), younger brothers
and/or younger sisters expose sexual activities (0.90%), older brothers and/or older
sisters exposing sexual activities (0.60%), respectively.

12. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors classified under sexual
deviation are being sexually attracted by persons of the same sex at times (15.21%),
always sexually attracted by the same sex (5.57%), having deviated sexual needs at
times (8.73%), and always having deviated sexual needs (2.11%), respectively.

13. Factors affecting sexually-at-risk behaviors classified under belief and
attitude are using condoms can prevent sexual diseases (3.64%); having abortion is a
solution (3.54%); having sex with friends is safe from contacting sexual disease
(3.51%); males should quit using sexual services (3.30%); having sex only once
cannot cause pregnancy (3.27%); using sexual services is a normal behavior(il()%);

and male or female can have sex with anybody with marriage commitment (3.01%).
