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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying money spending behaviors of Rajabhat Maha
Sarakham University students: their problems regarding money spending, their needs of
knowledge for money spending behavior modification, and proposed models for solving
money spending problems. Subjects for this study were 381 regular students of Rajabhat
Maha Sarakham University studying in the first semester of fiscal year 2008. Data were
collected by using a questionnaire and later analyzed by a computer program. The
statistics used in this study were frequency distribution, mean, and percentage.

Findings of the study were as follow:

1. The main resource of the students’ income was their parents, and the students’
average expenditure was 2,001-3,000 baht per month,

2. Regarding their monthly expenditure, the study revealed that each month an
average RMU student spends lower than 1,500 baht on food with 1-5 special meals, lower
than 1,000 baht for private-owned accommodations, lower than 1,500 baht for
accommodation with utilities(water and eleciricity) included, lower than 200 baht for
utilities only, 1,001-1,500 baht for accommodation only, lower than 500 baht on clothes
and lower than 300 baht for commuting to and from campus as well as hometown by
motorcyele, 301-500 baht on learning equipment and materials, lower than 300 baht on
medical care and treatment at state hospitals in case of illness, and lower than 500 baht for

recreation on the internet. Most students do not take risks for fortune. Among those who



-do playing cards was favored by risk-taking students with lower than 500 baht spending,
lower than 500 baht on miscellancous items such as phone cards, vehicle care, laundry, etc.,
lower than 100 baht for monthly savings, lower than 1,000 and 1,001-1,300 baht for
student loan paymeﬁt.

3. Regarding subjects’ financial problems, the study revealed that an average
regular student had money spending problems. In case of not being able to make ends meet,
most would seek help from parents. The overall level of problems regarding ten areas of
money spending was moderate. When the ten specific areas were studied, the study
revealed that 7 areas were found at a moderate level while problems regarding the other
three areas were found at a low level. Arranged in a descending order, these were learning
equipment and materials, food, and accommodation,

4. Regarding the students’ needs for knowledge to be used for modification of
money spending behaviors, the study revealed the following:

4.1 Subjects’ needs for models of knowledge for behavior modification in
three areas were generally found at a high level: training in making plans for money
spending, bookkeeping on income and expense, and lessons available on the website of
the Academic Resource Center of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University. Three learning
models found at a moderate level were learning from radio programs, exhibitions, and
rpad—show publicity.

4.2 Regarding the knowledge resources needed for modification of money
spending behaviors, subjects expressed their overall need at a high level. When specific
areas were studied, the knowledge resources needed at a high level for every arca were the
Academic and Information Technology Center, guest speakers or specialists, and

knowledge provided at SET Corner made available by The Stock Exchange of Thailand.
