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Abstract

This research studied the needs for enrolment in the doctor of education
program in Educational Management and searched for suggestions from school
principals and related educational personnel on the program management. Research
population consisted of school district supervisors, directors of downtown
municipalities and school principals or representatives. Simple random sampling
gave the sample size of 487 people and another 64 people were selected from
purposive sampling. The research tools were a questionnaire and a focus group
discussion recording form. Data analysis employed basic statistics of frequency,
mean and percentage including content analysis for qualitative data.

The research found that most people decided not to study at this time due
mainly to the expenses. The other reasons were the desire to do research and
development (R&D), the class size of 15-20 or less, pre-enrolment on English for
executive and research statistics program, The lecturers and thesis advisors should be
available and acceptable with high morality without seeking self-interest from
students. Outside educational experts should be able to give lecture and advise
students' theses. There should be more translation from English to Thai on
educational administration texts. The total educational fee of 300,000 - 350,000 baht
was suitable, During an overseas study tour, it was cost effective that students could
sit in for a class lecture and participate in the research.
