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Abstract

The present study investigate the attitudes of the administrators and the teachers
towards mainstreaming. The purpose is to a) investigate the attitudes of the administrators
and the teachers towards mainstreaming , b) compare the attitudes of the administrators and
the attitudes of the teachers towards mainstreaming. The population are the administrators of
the primary schools and the teachers in the primary school in Mahasarakham. The sample are
28 administrators and 212 mainstream teachers. The questionnaites constructed by the
rescarcher were sént to the administrators and the teachers. The results showed that a)
attitudes of the administrators and the teachers towards types of children with disabilities was
neutral, b) attitudes of the administrators and the teachers towards grouping types of special
needs was quite high, c) attitudes of the administrators and the teachers towards law,
legislation for individual with special needs was quite high, d} attitudes of the administrators
and the teachers towards managing mainstreaming was quite high, ¢) attitudes of the
administrators and the teachers towards environment was quite high, and f) attitudes of the
administrators and the teachers towards personnel and quite high, g) administrators’attitudes

towards mainstreaming are not different from the teachers’ attitudes.
