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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were : . to examine levels of basic educational
institution committees’ participation in developing local curricula at schools under the Office
of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 as classified according to the school sizes and
respondents” status both as overall and in each aspect, and 2 to compare levels of basic
educational institution committees’ participation in developing local curricula at schools with
different sizes under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 Both as overall
and in each aspect. The sample consisted of 496 basic educational institution committee
members under the Office of Kalasin Educational service Area Zone 2 in the academic year
2006, obtained through. The instrument used for collecting data was a 61-item Likert-type
rating- seale questionnaire with a reliability of 0.89. The collected data were analyzed by the
use a computer program to find out percentage, mean and standard deviation; and t-test
(independent samples) was employed for testing hypotheses,

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Fc;r the results of analyzing the levels of basic educational institution
committees’ participation in developing local curricula at schools under the Office of Kalasin
Educational Service Area Zone 2 when the school sizes were considered as overall, their

participation was at a high level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the



participation was at a high level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the
participation was at a high level in 7 aspects in this order from the highest to the lowest mean
of the first 3 ranks: agriculture, community fund and business, and nutrition. However, the
aspect with the lowest mean was language and literary work.

2. For the results of a comparative analysis of the fevels of basic educational
institution committees® participation in developing local curricula at schools under the Office
of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 as classified according to the school sizes status
of members as overall and in each aspect, it was found that the levels of the basic educational
institution committees® participation in developing local curricula at schools as classified

according to the school sizes as overall were not significantly different.
